G3i Founders Focus on Green Nanotechnology

Pittsford, NY – When the founders of G3 Technology Innovations, LLC (G3i) conceived the idea of starting their own company, G3i, 
they chose nanotechnology as a field of practice in which they collectively have over 35 years experience in product development and 
commercialization.  Having all worked for Eastman Kodak Company (EK), Alex Qiao, Joe Bringley and Suresh Sunderrajan, used 
nanotechnology as a tool to solve complicated photographic problems.  They witnessed the power of “nano” and how products can benefit 
from this technology, envisioning the use of green nanotechnology principles to eliminate or dramatically reduce the use of chemistries that 
negatively impact the environment.

The first business target for the G3i founders was the application of nanotechnology to textiles for delivering superior functionality while 
reducing the use of harmful chemistries.  Focusing on the needs of commercial interior textiles, G3i has introduced GreenShield™ a new 
generation of textile finishes.  “The balance between the performance requirements of fabrics for commercial applications, and the need to 
lessen the fabrics impact on the environment and human health are extremely important to the specifiers of commercial textiles”, said Joe 
Bringley, CTO and Co-founder of G3i.  “The use of  green nanotechnology principles significantly increase the effectiveness of chemical 
processes – allowing textiles to have superior performance characteristics, while reducing the use of synthetic chemistry to achieve these 
properties”.

As a company dedicated to environmental causes, G3i has specifically targeted fluorochemicals, popularly known as Teflon™ from 
Dupont.  Fluorochemicals are materials with amazing properties that are the key ingredients in daily products like stain-resist pants 
and non-stick cookware.  However, fluorochemicals have also been found to be bio-accumulative in living beings and persistent in the 
environment and there is a need to reduce their use in textile finishes.  The EPA has said, “Certain perfluoro compounds pose a concern 
because they don’t break down in the environment and have been found in low levels in the blood of some 90% of Americans”.   In 
addition, the EPA has asked the fluorochemical manufacturing industry to work toward elimination of sources of exposure of certain 
perfluoro compounds by 2015. 

This problem presents an opportunity for the G3i founders who believe that a key advantage of green nanotechnology is to enable the 
most efficient use of chemicals, using less to achieve more.  The product, GreenShield™  engineered by G3i combines nanoparticles and 
fluorochemicals at the nanoscale to create a better stain-resist coating with up to ten times less flourochemical usage!    The GreenShield™ 
product is also antimicrobial and antibacterial without leaching harmful chemistries into the environment and has antistatic properties.
